4-H Club, Youth and Volunteer Scholarship Awards Application 

The Lincoln County 4-H and Youth Advisory Council has approved a new scholarship for active 4-H club 

members, 4-H club volunteers and chartered 4-H clubs. Scholarships will be available to assist with 

special projects and travel experiences that extend a 4-H educational experience of the youth, adult or 

club (for example, animal science, electricity, citizenship, community service). 

Awards will be given to chartered 4-H clubs, active 4-H members and volunteer club leaders. Clubs, 

members and volunteers must have completed one year of membership to be eligible to receive funds. 

Funds will be awarded at the discretion of the 4-H Youth Advisory Council and awards will be subject to 

the availability of funds. Recipients will be asked to participate in county 4-H fundraisers. 

A club or volunteer may receive one scholarship. A 4-H member may receive no more than two 

scholarships. Club awards may not exceed $250 and individual awards may not exceed $100.
